Challenges

e #Stayathome challenge

o This challenge is about keeping people at home to help prevent COVID-19

pandemic is over by also using the hashtag #whatifArmenia. Then the State
Tourism Committee can randomly select one winner and provide them with a trip
or a special discount, as a prize.

e #solotravel challenge

o Leisure travel is becoming increasingly common, so travelers who have come to

Armenia before or who traveled to Armenia alone can post their tips for solo
travel with their choice of must-see destinations.

o #bucketlistArmenia

o People can share a picture of the sight they want to travel to on Instagram Stories
